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REGARDING HISTORICAL 

AGRICULTURAL USE 
THE LEUCADIA COLLECTION
Frequently Asked Questions

The following questions and answers are designed to provide you with an understanding of the environmental condition of the soil at the Leucadia Collection project, which is located at 1492 Hymettus Avenue in Encinitas, California (the “Property”).  These questions and answers are summary in nature.  It is important that you read and understand the Contract and any Addenda to the Contract before purchasing a residence within the Leucadia Collection.  

Q:
What is the history of the Property?

A:
The Property and most of the areas surrounding the Property were used for agricultural purposes since the 1930s.  Pesticide use was standard practice during that era.  As a result, pesticides are present in soil at and around the Property.  
Q:
What actions were taken to address the presence of pesticides?

A:
The County of San Diego Department of Environmental Health (“DEH”) is the governmental agency with oversight regarding the environmental condition of the Property.  The owner of the Property prepared a Remedial Action Plan for addressing pesticide-containing soil and submitted the plan to DEH, which approved it.  As part of the Remedial Action Plan, soil that contained pesticides was buried and then covered with at least 7 feet of clean soil.  
Q:
Is there a deed restriction in effect for the Property?  If so, what does it prohibit?
A:
Yes.  The recorded deed restriction prohibits any disturbance of soil deeper than seven feet below ground surface, from the roads in front of the houses to the back of their foundations.  There is no deed restriction for the back yards of the houses at the Property.  The deed restriction is necessary to prevent anyone from coming into contact with the buried pesticides.
Q.
Is it safe to live at The Leucadia Collection?

A:
There is no exposure to the pesticides that resulted from the former agricultural use of the Property.  In its Case Closure Letter, DEH stated that burial of the pesticide-containing soil protects public health.  Provided that soil deeper than 7 feet below ground surface is not disturbed, the historical agricultural use does not represent a risk to human health.  There do not appear to be any other health risks associated with the Property.  
Q:
What if I sell the home later – what do I need to give to the next buyer? 

 A:
You would need to provide the information you are receiving today.
